1) Taking Japanese language courses is optional. AGU will conduct a Japanese
placement test before students’ arrival. Based on the placement test result, the level
of the class will be determined.

2) A certain level of Japanese proficiency (Japanese CEFR—A2 Level or equivalent) is
required to register for credit-earning Japanese language courses.

3) Non-credit-earning Japanese language courses for beginners taught in English is are

offered at the Aoyama Campus (free of charge).

Nomination of a Graduate Student

If a student wants to enroll in one of AGU’s Master’s Program, they must
belong to a graduate school at the time of application. Graduate students
may be accepted on a limited basis subject to approval from the graduate
school based on the student’s academic objectives.

Please get in touch with the International Center before nominating a
graduate student.

Some Graduate Schools require a high level of Japanese language proficiency
(JLPT N1 level). A few, such as International Politics, Economics &
Communication, Aoyama Business School (MBA), and the Graduate School
of Business, do not.

NOTE: Graduate students of our partner institutions can belong to AGU’s undergraduate
program. However, they can only take courses for undergraduate students and are NOT

allowed to take courses for graduate students in this case.

(*1) indicates colleges/schools require high-level Japanese language proficiency as most
of the courses offered by the colleges/schools are offered only in Japanese. It is highly
recommended that students who mainly plan to take courses offered in English
choose other colleges/schools.

(*2) In case TOEFL or IELTS tests are not held in your country, please submit;

1) the official English Test Score, along with an official conversion table of the IELTS

or TOEFL iBT score, as issued by the test organization.
OR

2) the ‘English Proficiency Report’ (download the form from the website below)
completed by a full-time faculty member teaching English language classes or a
full-time faculty member who has obtained a degree from a university where the
instruction was in English.

If an undergraduate student would like to take courses in the College of Science and
Engineering and has no prior Japanese language learning experience, they may choose
Global Studies and Collaboration and take courses in the College of Science and
Engineering. However, the number of courses offered in English in the College of Science
and Engineering is very limited. Please check the course list offered in English.
